WARNING! When creating fact families, children sometimes get confused by the order of the numbers in
the division number sentence. It is tempting to say that the biggest number goes first but it is more helpful
to say that the answer to the multiplication goes first, as this will help your child more in later years when

they study fractions, decimals and algebra. E.g 3 x 7 = 21. The answer to the multiplication is 21, so 21 +
3=7and 21 +7=3
