Punctuality

The club is open from 3.15pm – 5.15pm, Monday – Friday (term time only). Children must be collected by 5.15pm as we are unable to supervise children after this.  Children must be collected from the Community Room entrance and parents should sign the daily register to confirm their child has been collected from the club. 

Behaviour

The club will operate according to the school policy on behaviour. We expect children and adults to operate in an atmosphere of mutual respect and good manners. Parents / carers will be informed straightaway if there has been a problem and we would ask them to talk to their child.  Children, whose behaviour is unacceptable, may risk losing their place at the club.
Dietary restrictions/allergies/medication

We will extract any information regarding dietary restrictions/allergies or medication the child is on from the child’s personal details form. Any children who have a prescribed asthma inhaler will need to have a spare one at the club. This must be labelled with the child’s name and handed in before the child starts the club.

Stay & Play fees

The cost of Stay & Play is £5.00 per night. This is for all families. As we are running the club as non-profit making, unfortunately we are unable to offer a discount for families with more than one child or those on income support or family credit. The fee includes the adult supervision, snack and all activities provided.  The fee is non-refundable unless the booking is cancelled in advance.  Payment must be made within the week. We are unable to extend any form of credit and if parents / carers do not pay within the given time, then their child may lose their place in the club. 

All children must be collected by 5.15pm.  Failure to collect children at this time will incur a charge of £5.00 for every half hour after 5.15pm. This is due to the fact that we are required to pay overtime to any staff, who provide cover beyond 5.15pm.

Parking

For safety reasons, parents must park on Heron Way when collecting children from Stay & Play. You should not use the staff car park.
