PSHE – Valuing difference 
Children will identify the differences and similarities between people, know the difference between unkindness, teasing, bullying, fair and unfair and identify some of the people who are special to them.




Mathematics           
This half term the children will be focussing on 
Addition and Subtraction - The children will be learning their number bonds to 10, adding 10 and a single digit, solving one-step addition problems using part, whole models, subtracting single digit numbers, subtracting ten from a teens number and solving one step subtraction problems.
2D and 3D shapes – Children will name cirlces, triangles, square rectangles,  oblong rectangles, spheres, pyramids, cubes and cuboids. 
Sequencing and Sorting – Children will count in 5s, count in 2s, recognise and create patterns and sort objects.

Music
Over this half term the children will be learning the songs for the nativity, adding in percussion and actions.

 Geography – Hot and cold places
Children will discover where countries are in the world affects how hot or cold they are, say where the Equator is and that countries closer to the North and South Poles are colder and countries closer to the Equator are hotter. They will be able to describe some of the characteristics of Antarctica and the Sahara Desert, describing similarities and differences to the United Kingdom. The children will be able to use world maps, atlases and globes.
