 PSHE – Keeping Safe
This half term the children will be learning about recognising the importance of sleep and bedtime routines. Recognise emotions and physical feelings associated with feeling unsafe and loss. Name and know which parts should be private. Explain the difference between appropriate and inappropriate touch. Understand that they have the right to say “no” to unwanted touch. The importance of not sharing pictures online.






Science – Seasonal changes and Everyday Materials
Over the Spring term children will observe and talk about the weather and the changes between different seasons.
Children will also name different materials, distinguish between an object and the material from which it is made by, testing and describing different materials using the language transparent and opaque, sorting materials and investigating which materials would be best to make an umbrella and a dog basket.

 History – James Hargreaves
Children will be learning about James Hargreaves, they will find out about who he was and why he is a significant person from History.  The children will look at images of Spinning Jenny’s and understand what they are and what they used to do.  The children will learn about the impact that he had and his invention.
Mathematics           
This half term the children will be focussing on sequencing numbers and sorting objects and shapes, identifying fractions of 2D shapes, recognising a half and a quarters of shapes. The children will be recognising the different coins to 20p. matching values with 1p coins, adding prices and ordering coins by value. The children will also be looking at the days of the week, months of the year and comparing time and durations of events.


Computing      
The children will be developing keyboard and mouse skills by designing rockets, creating digital materials lists, using drawing software and recording data.
 
Art
Children will explore and experiment using both wet and dry media to create their own season pictures.
Music
Over this half term the children make links between music, sounds and environments and use percussion, vocal and body sounds.
RE – What Made Jesus Special?
In this unit children will understand what the word special means.  Know how Jesus was special and what made him special.  The children will know who the special friends of Jesus were and how they tried to follow his teachings.  The children will also be looking at a range of bible stories from the Old and New Testament.
