 PSHE – Rights and Respect
Children will recognise how a person's behaviour (including their own) can affect other people. Identify what they like about the school environment; recognise who cares for and looks after the school environment. Explain the importance of looking after and respecting things that belong to themselves or to others. Explain where people get money from, know where money may be spent on in a family home and understand the importance of keeping money safe and where to keep it safe. 






Science – Seasonal changes and Everyday Materials
This ‘Seasonal Changes (Winter to Spring)’ unit will teach the children about the four seasons, with a particular focus on winter and spring. Children will learn what the word weather means and find out how different types of weather can be measured. Children will use a class weather station to observe measure and record the weather. They will also observe changes across the seasons by exploring the signs of winter and spring through nature and wildlife.


Computing –Bee Bots
Children will explore a device, create a demo video, plan and follow a precise set of instructions, program a device and create a program that tells a story.

DT
Children will explore puppets, design and make their own puppet.  They will develop skills in joining fabrics with glue and simple stitches.

 History – Schools
Children will be introduced to the idea that schools have been in the locality for some time but they have not always been the same. They will identify similarities and differences in schools from the past and schools now. Children will carry out some of their own investigations by using a range of different sources. Children will also experience items from schools in the past.
Music
Chant in time with others. Make changes to the dynamics of their voice to represent a character. Respond to hand signals when playing an instrument. Clap or play a rhythmic pattern along with spoken words.

Mathematics           
[bookmark: _GoBack]This termt he children will be focussing on Place Value, they will be counting to 100 and looking at numbers to 50. They will be looking at mass and measuring using 1g and 10g. The children will then move onto looking at 2D and 3D shapes. They will also recognise all of the coins and notes we use. They will end the term on multiplication and division.

Fiction – Little Red Riding Hood
In this unit the children will be looking at Traditional Tales and focussing on the story of Little Red Riding Hood.  The children will be writing character descriptions, ordering the story, retelling the story and innovating the story to make it their own.
